The Recreation Department operates a New Jersey State Licensed Pre-School for children ages 3-5 years old, (as of 10/1/16)
at the Community Center on Mondays, Wednesdays and Fridays. The 4-5 yr old program is from 9:00am-12:00pm and

the 3 year old program is from 12:30pm-2:30pm. Registration for the 2016-2017 school year will be held on Tuesday,
April 26th starting at 9:00am at the Community Center. The fee is $1150.00 for the 3 yr old program and $1450.00
for the 4-5 yr old program. There is also an additional $25.00 registration fee. Tuition can be made in 3 equal installments.
The school year begins on Wednesday, September 7, 2016 and ends on Friday, June 2, 2017 There is limited registration
