KIDDIE HOP– This intro to Hip Hop is a fun & cool class where your child will learn the fundamentals of this dance style that 
includes wave movements & rhythmic perception. There will be a performace at the end of the session.  Grades K-2 on Wednesdays 
from 5:20– 5:55pm beginning January 20th  Fee: $115.00   
 

CERAMIC/POTTERY CLASS (NEW) Come discover the joy and fun of ceramic crafting. This class will take children 
through the steps of creating multiple, seasonal ceramic pieces such as a candy corn container, ornaments & pencil holders. 
They will learn the process of painting, glazing & firing. Please bring a smock and a shoe box to class.  Classes will be held on 
Thursdays beginning Jan. 21st.
