The price includes the cost of the bench, instal-
lation, and engraving up to 45 characters.

1a. All of the space allotted for Memorial Benches
in the Bandstand portion of Veteran’s Park has
been allocated. Your name will be placed on a
waiting list if you would like a Bench in the Vet-
eran’s Memorial portion of the Park.

2. Park benches will be ordered in groups, when
possible, to be cost effective. Donors will be
notified of the date of installation of the park
bench.

3. Ifyou purchase an existing bench, your donation
will be placed in our trust fund and used to pur-
chase additional benches and/or used for the
maintenance of damaged benches.

4. The Borough of Westwood has the sole respon-
sibility for the care and maintenance of the park
bench once installed and assumes the respon-
sibility for vandalism of the bench. Mainte-
nance and repairs will be performed by the
Borough, as needed.

5. The Borough respectfully requests that no flow-
ers, wreath, pictures, etc. will be placed at the
site.
