shade trees.  We will see if we have any extra trees from spring delivery and try to meet their 

requests. 

 Veterans Park Improvements – At this time there is still money in the town budget – our input 

was requested and we strongly suggested that any money be put to purchasing an irrigation 

system

Tree Inventory: 

We received the proposal for street tree inventory and evaluation service from Paul Cowie and 

Associates.  The cost for complete survey, data collection, data entry, and storage  and data analysis is 

$23,750 for up to 6500 trees.

 Mill Street – We will use the tree recovery fund to provide the money for wish list and to replant 

Mill Street where the Tri-Color Beech trees died.
