Bil
Phillips from Meter Products was asked to attend the meeting. The meeting agenda
was taken out of order to accommodate Bill.

Bill Phillips from Meter Products indicated the following:

e An order was not yet placed
o Cost has yet to be determined.

Michael refers to the Ordinance as it pertains to Parking:

e .251for 2 hours
e .10 for one hour
e .05 for thirty minutes

Chairman Costello believes that we should keep the same meter rates in place at this
time.



Mr. Phillips speaks about the option of a “10 minute free” button:

# This is usually a “courtesy” for the consumer

e The meter would have to read 0 in order for the button to give a “courtesy” 10
minutes

e An option would be to give a “courtesy” 5 minutes

e For enforcement purposes, the meter can count back from the 10 minutes (or 5)

o  Would have to ticket for pushing the button multiple times

Chairman Costello suggests that the following areas have the “courtesy” button:

Eastside of Broadway to Irvington to Jefferson +”

Washington Avenue to Railroad to Madison .~

Third Avenue to Park Avenue to Washington (Westside) v«

Center Avenue from Jefferson to Irvington —

Fairview Avenue from Irvington to Bergen (East and West)~

Mr. Phillips needs to know how many meters that entails.

Mr. Phillip questions whether or not we will be repainting the housing of the meters and:

o Suggests that we keep the housing the same and change the cap
» Right now we have 2 singles on a pole with one coin can that is being filled by
~two meters. It is suggested that a yoke adapter be used so that each coin has its
own bin.

A discussion ensued with regard to the color of the meters and it was decided to keep
the current coloring as follows:

e Blue — 9 hour meter
e Black — 2 hour meter
e  Yellow — 15 minute meter

Further, the 15 minute meters that are presently on Broadway (Eastside in front of
Lisa’s Pizza and Mortolaro’s and Goldberg's will remain as same.

Only 2 hour meters will have a “courtesy” button.

A Motion was made by John Oberg and seconded by Matt Foley and unanimously
approved to maintain the current color of the meters and to include a “courtesy” button
on the meters as outlined above.

The total cost of the meter replacement will be approximately $113,000.00

A discussion ensued with regard to the whether or not the meters should be purchased
all at once or if the project should be split in haif. Chairman Costello indicates that his
opinion is that we do it all at once. Meter Products has given us an option of deferring
payment for a period of 6 months.

A Motion was made by Matt Foley and seconded by Sue Bahng and unanimously
approved to replace all of the existing mechanical meters totaling 577 meters, including
up to 78 decorative sleeves and up to 200 “courtesy” (10 minute free) butions (as
delineated in the prior Motion) and financing it as follows:

» $90,000.00 paid to Meter Products upon completion
e Balance fo be paid over a six (6) month period
